unencumbered ownership of the public road right-of-way conveyed for public
road certification. An initial Title commitment showing ownership and
interests must be provided as soon as possible for the right-of-way to be
conveyed.

4. Provide a Hold Harmless Agreement (which we will furnish to the proprietor
for signature), fully signed by the proprietor which shall (1) hold the Road
Commission of Macomb County harmless from liability for payment of any tax
liens, mechanic liens or any other liens whatsoever recorded against the
property conveyed that may arise out of the proprietor or condominium
association’s non-payment of legal liens, (2) acknowledge proprietor
acceptance of Requirement 3 as stated above, and (3) that the proprietor
shall provide and pay all real property taxes assessed subject right-of-way
until such time the dedicated right-of-way are exempt by the township from
property taxes.

5. If necessary, provide mortgage releases that releases the right-of-way
conveyed from all mortgage encumbrances together with releases from any
and all other parties of interest in and to said right-of-way, including prior
utility interests, if any.

6. That all utilities installed within the proposed public right-of-way delineated
on the above noted survey plan recorded with the master deed be installed
under Road Commission of Macomb County permit and subject to associated
conditions.
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This letter only applies to Road Commission of Macomb County Right-of-Way
Department requirements, and not to any other Road Commission Construction, Traffic
Department, Drainage or Permit Department requirements or conditions. Also,
additional items may be required on a project by project basis. A review of the
proposed development/improvements will be necessary to determine actual final
requirements.

The fees for dedicating Right-of-Way are as follows and will be required to be furnished
before final Board acceptance:

1. If Grantor's Counsel/Representation provides all appropriate legal
paperwork, the minimum processing fee is $500.

2. If the Grantor desires the Road Commission personnel to prepare the
appropriate legal documents, the processing fee is $1,000.

The above fees were approved by the Board of County Road Commissioners for the
County of Macomb at their regular meeting of February 26, 2002 and became effective
March 1, 2002.

The above items will be required and submitted prior to the commencement of any
work within the planned public right-of-way to be dedicated.
